But, sometime before 1880 he moved to Jacksonville, Florida and worked as a clerk there for about 20
years. By 1900, he had moved back to Tallahassee and lived in the home of his sister Mary at 196 Clinton
Street. (Clinton Street isow called College Avenue).

In 1908, Herman Damon applied for and received a Confederate pension based on his service as a Cadet.
Cadets Charles L Beard and George L Baltzell signed his pension application as witnesses to his service.
Tallahassee physicidenjamin Bond wrote on the pension application tiiaterman F Damon is totally
paralyzed on one side of his body and totally unable to make a living by manual labor or mental éfforty
