Confederate Flag of the Month & Article —“The Confederate Coast
Guard and thetr ‘“French’

We all know the Confederate States of Amar
maintained an army and navy. Most of us are at least
vaguely familiar with the Confederate marines. But
what about the Confederate Coast Guard? Was there
even such a thing? That answer is some parts yes, some
parts no.

From the beginning of the natiamp until the
2 N 2F GKS wSoStftAz2yx Yz2ald
revenue came from tariffs on imports.

Y2y QKOYEASE doA22dyt R+ 0FS 153 FAzaNd
a flag was decided upon.
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It was a vertical tricolor of red, white, and blue. The blue being on the hoist side, the white in the
center, and the red on the fly, this flag was noted by Southern newspapeesémble the French tricolor.
However it was not identical as the blue was one third longer than both the white and red bars. In the
upper left corner of the flag was a circle of seven stars. This circle was borrowed from the canton of the
first nationd flagwhich would have allowed CRCS ships to fly the first national navy jack from the bow
When speaking however of similarities to the French flag it is worth noting that in all likelihood many CRCS
flags would have been repurposed Frankish tricolors.

Worth noting is that this is the second oldest Confederate designed flag, only the first national is
older than the CBS flag (the bonnie blue cannotwat as it was in existendaefore the Confederacy).

The flag was flown from revenue cutter ships andamd at offices pertaining to the revenue
service. It is known that one was in Richmond and one flew over the customs house in Atlanta. When both
of these cities were sacked by federal troops it has been theorized that they may have been used in battle.
This is especially plausible of the Richmond flag as it is known that government employees and clerks

The Tonge Factoryof Bainbridge Georgia.

Thelittle-known cotton factory in Bainbridge was a key to clothing the confedesaldierand citizens
during the wartime years of 1861864. The factory was owned by SamDelvis Tongél8111867)
formerly of Baltimore Maryland/ia LiverpooEngland. Th&.D. Tonge andompanywas also known as the
Bainbridge Manufacturing Company

S.D.Tonge bought athree-story building just béore the warand relocated to Bainbridge. The new Tonge
factory produceccotton sheeting, ball tread, homespun, and rope and hadvorkforce of about 125
people.Evidence suggests that this cotton factory produced enough supply to satisfy the local cotton
needs early on in the warTonge like most businesses in the South was taserd at making products with
an evershrinkingworkforce that was taken by volunteering and conscriptiboncuments show that Mr.
Tonge engaged in hauling items ovend for the Confederate Government. In @863, he sold and
delivered 1000lbs of bacdaim Confederate Commissary in Quincy, Florida.

The 34 confederate conscription act of 1864 ended manufacturing at the Tonge Factory.

However that did not stop Mr. Tonge. In 1864 Mr. Tonge donated 42 bales of cotton that he had stored in
Americus Georgito the hospitals in Macoseorgiathat cotton was turned intomattress via the Macon

Cotton Factory which produced over 1,000 mattresses for the Macon Hospitals.

THE TONGE FACTORY
The Tonge Factory, owned by S. D. Tonge, stood on the
South bank of the Flint River one-fourth mile west of
here. The cloth produced by this plant was used by the
women of Bainbridge to make uniforms for the
Confederate soldiers of Decatur county. The factory also
- supplied the counties needy with cotton yarn during the
@ B critical period of the War Between the States. In July
$#— 1864, Mr. Tonge gave the Macon Hospital enough cotton
to produce 1,200 mattresses for the comfort of the sick
and wounded Confederate soldiers sent to Macon from
battle areas.
