If anyore knows anything about the Milton Light Artillery it would be the knowledge of their involvement

at the Battle of Natural Bridge. The Milton Artillery was the biggest artillery crew at Natural Bridge and

al so the most 0seas onierdshat Newpod Brsigdieut.eRanebo codruoandech g t |
one gun of the Milton Artillery at the bridge. Due to some confusion the artillery crew only fired one shot
before the gun was overrun and captured. In turn that gun was used against the Confederatat at Natu
Bridge.

The Confederate delay at Newport Bridge gave the confederates enough time to outmarch their foes to
Natural Bridge. The Confederate defensive position would resemble aiselei The Milton Artillery was
deployed all along this arch, whiginovided for excellent enfilade fire from the cannon and rifles of the
infantry. During the battle a Yankee sharpshooter shot one of the Milton Artilerynamed Private

George Donalson Griffin from Decatur Co. Ga. The wound would require amputationeofoo f Ge or g
arms. Georgeds wound would be revenged for the
and fired a round at him. No shots came from that tree for the remainder of the battle. After the battle some
of the men went a looking fahe body of the sharpshooter and actually found the body. The cannon ball
scored a direct hit and nearly severed the body in two.

Natural Bridge as we know would be the last hbarfethe Confederacy and the Milton Artillery. Just days
aftertherepulse f t he Yankees, news would come of Leeos
numbered as was the Milton Artillery. Many of the officers and enlisted simply left for home after the news
of Leeds surrender. What ndaredatthe firsenabat Chattalmocide | t o n
Florida only one officer and a handful of enlistegrepresent.

This ended the existence of the little known artillery thrat wasnamed in the honor of the Florida

Governor John Milton. Though not a memberhe Easter or Western Theater of Watheir service was
invaluable to the Confederate firepower in Florida.
