The Green Back Raid

Perhaps the greatest raid thatddby and his men accomplished was what is now called the Green Back
Raid. On October 14, 1864 Mosby got word of a weak point on the railroad that brought General Sheridan
his supplies. It was a dangerous plot, but the outcome, if successful, would mhieezttroops away from

the Unions main army. As luck would have it, Mosby acquired a timetable for the railroad so they knew the
schedule and the terrain and surprise was always in there favor. Little time was wasted on waiting for the
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train to arrive. Mosly and his men arrived just minutes ahead of the train and had already broke loose the
tracks to derail the train. Even with a great adventure under foot Mosby and his troopers actually found
time to fall asleep. They were so tired that they never awokel time¢ train actually derailed and the boiler
exploded showering the scene with red hot embers.

At first there was shock and confusion but Mosby quickly gathered his thought and senses. It was quickly
realized that the train was caring huge amounts of spapers for the Yankees and also two Yankee
paymasters were on board. The newspapers were used to burn the train even though there were many
German immigrants on board who refused to give up their seats but as the fires were started they quickly
changed tleir minds. Mosby also sent the paymasters sacks to a safe place to where the plunder could be
divided up.

After arriving at the appointed place in Loudoun Co. VA, the men were ordered to dismount and fall in. The
paymaster satchels were opened and countedront of everyone. Mosby ordered the money to be

divided up equally with no distinction between the ranks. According to a letter written from Gen. Lee to
James A. Seddon, Secretary of War Mosby took $168,000 off the train, but Mosby claimed thaehe pr

Havebeen filed to prohibit the display of Confederate flags and emblems on public property (State,
County or Local).

The text of these identical bills is below:

Section 1. SectioB56.101, Florida Statutes, is created 12 to read: 13
256.101 Display of Confederate flag or emblem on publicly 14 owned or leased property prohitdited.

(1) The display of the flag or emblem of the Confederate 16 States of America, or any flagemerséd

by the Confederate 17 States of America or its military or naval forces at any time 18 within the years 1860
to 1865, on any building, structure, real 19 property, or personal property owned or leased by the state, a
20 county, a municipality, ortber governmental unit of this state 21 is prohibited. 22

(2) An interested party may bring a civil action for 23 injunctive relief to enjoin the display of a flag or
emblem 24 prohibited by this section. The prevailing party in such action 25 is énaittecover

reasonable attorney fees.

The Senate bill has been referred to the Judiciary; Community Affairs; Governmental Oversight and
Accountability; and Rules committees.
