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Soldiers of Finley's Brigade: Private Prudencio Ortagus  
 

Florida has long had Hispanic roots. It was originally colonized by the Spanish in the 1513 
when it was claimed for the King of Spain. Since then persons of Hispanic descent had long 
made Florida their home. One such man was Prudencio Ortagus. Prudencio was born in 
Saint Augustine, Florida in 1830 to Ignacio and Maria Ortagus. He grew up with many 
siblings, several of whom also fought for the Confederacy. In 1850, as a young man 
Prudencio was learning the trade of Cigar making. A profession he would keep for life. 
When Prudencio Was 21 he married a Ms. Casilda Masters. Sadly their marriage only lasted 
a few years as Casilda died in 1855.  
 
In 1858, aged 28, Prudencio enlisted in Mickler's Company of the Florida Mounted 
Volunteers, and fought in the Third Seminole war. During the outbreak of War Between The 
States, Prudencio joined the 3rd Florida Infantry Regiment, and on July 24th 1861 was 
enlisted into Company A, Captain Holmes Steele commanding. This regiment was made up 
of Anglo Americans. African Americans and Hispanic Americans. The 3rd Florida seen heavy 

fighting throughout the war. Prudencio 
severed almost the complete duration of 
the war but was on granted furlough 
when his regiment surrendered.  
 
Our veteran would have a second chance 
at family life when in 1865 he married a 
Ms. Eduarda Catalina Capella in 1865 at 
St. Augustine, Florida. Prudencio and 
Eduarda would go on to have several 
children together, until Eduarda death in 
1900. In 1907 Prudencio applied and 
received a pension for his service to the 
state of Florida. Prudencio Ortagus passed 
away on December 6th 1914. He is buried 
in the San Lorenzo Cemetery in Saint 
Augustine, Florida.
