Colonel on January 21, 1864 and Colonel on December 7, 1864. One of the reasons for his quick rise was
because of his actions in March 1863; in which Mosby and a small contingent of troops sneak behind the
lines of Fairfax County, Court house and captured 3 union officers including Brig. General Edwin H.
Stoughton. It is said that Mosby found Stoughton in his night shirt in bed. Mosby is to have lifted the
blankets and night shirt and spanked the generahvtiite broadside of the sword.

More than 200 Confederate soldiers,
most of them privates, but many of
them officers, ranking from sccond sor-
geant to general, were pald off for
services rendered in the Confederate
army for the month of May, 1863, yes-
tel:dny.

Paymaster-General 71V,
of Memphis, Tenn., was the chlef dis-
bursing oflicer. He set up a temporary
“post exchange" in the lobby of the
Jefferson Hotel. Twenty-nine large
at packages were dumped upon a big
table and opened by the paymaster-
zeneral. The twenty-nine packages
held money to the amount of §$3,740,-
200,

"Dont crush,” shouted General WWil.

The
Confederacy (8 going to pay you after
all thesn years. Ain't vou glad yvou're
living to collect this back pay? It
you're not, gol darn you, you ought to
be."

Then, with the assistance of several
clerkks, he began paying ofl. Each of
the old soldiers signed the payroll on
recelving the amount allowed him.

Privates recelved cach $5, second
sergeants were pald $10, first sergeants
got $20, sergeant-majors were allowed
$256, second licutenants and first lleu-
tenants were pald $35 and captains re-
colved $50. Majors, licutenant-colonels
and colonels signed the payroll for
$100. Generals were pald no less than
$150.

It was all Confederate money. The
oills were collected within the last
month by Paymaster-General Williams,
who inserted advertisements in & num-
ber of newapapers in the Southern
States, sollcliting contributions of Con-
federate money to bhe distributed dur-
ing the twenty-fifth reunion among the
visiting veterans as souvenirs,
