Confederate Veteran Magazine      

 

For the past several years, but especially over the past 2 years, the SCV has had countless correspondence 
"lost" through the U. S. Postal Service, specifically, but not limited to, our magazine. The headquarters has 
filed reports with the USPS, as well as hundreds of our members, and we've placed numerous notifications 
in our magazine addressing this issue. This has become almost epidemic with magazines damaged beyond 
recognition or members not receiving magazines for years. Over the past 6 months, the SCV has sent out 
boxes of magazines to whole camps whose members haven't received their magazines. Headquarters 
routinely sends members replacement magazines and this is a substantial cost to the organization. Over 
the past year, we have made modifications to the dust cover of the magazine and this has made a 
moderate improvement for some members. However, over the past two editions of the Confederate 
Veteran, a significant amount of members are not receiving it. In response to this, the SCV is experimenting 
with packaging to determine if it makes a difference in this issue.  
 
Those members who have had no issues receiving their magazines see no reason to adapt to the changing 
situation, but those members who have had significant issues are beyond frustrated. Our headquarters 
wastes too much resources on providing replacement magazines, so this is a business decision for the good 
of our organization.  
 
Our magazine is an important method by which many of our members receive official communications 
from the SCV leadership. Many of our members don't have email or Facebook, so the Confederate Veteran 
is essential for these members. It is our responsibility as an organization to adapt to our environment, 
regardless of how we feel about it. To ignore reality and continue business as usual is not a trait of a 
successful organization. We will continue to assess problems and adapt as required for the good of our 
organization.  
 
We ask that members who have damaged or missing correspondence continue reporting these issues to 
the USPS inspectors. It is a federal crime to tamper with mail. We need to use all resources available to fix 
these problems. Regardless, we have a fiduciary responsibility to do all we can to ensure that our members 
receive the benefits of membership they pay for.

The Tannehill Ironworks.  
By Compatriot JR Miller 

 

Ironmaking at the site began with construction of a bloomery forge by Daniel Hillman Sr. in 
1830 where he had found the richest deposits of brown ore in his experience. He wrote his 
son: "I believe, George, that my prospects for making a handsome property are better than 
they ever were..." Hillman died two years later, the family's fortune unmade. Ninian 
Tannehill later took up the forge as a sideline to his farming operation. 
 
Built by noted southern ironmaster Moses Stroup from 1859 to 1862, the three charcoal 
blast furnaces at Tannehill could produce 22 tons of pig iron a day, most of which was 
shipped to the Naval Gun Works and Arsenal at Selma. Furnaces Nos. 2 and 3 were 
equipped with hot blast stoves and a steam engine. Brown iron ore mines were present two 
miles (3 km) distant.  William L. Sanders purchased the operation in 1862 and set about 
expanding the ironworks. The iron was cast into ordnance, skillets, pots and ovens for the 
Southern army.  
 
On March 31, 1865, the ironworks ended in fire and destruction. Three companies of the 
Eighth Iowa Cavalry swept through the area as a part of Union General James H. Wilson's 
raid on Alabama war industry sites. Smoke rose from the charred remains of the ironworks 
and cabins that housed several workers. At day's end the furnaces were no longer 
operational, and the foundry, tannery, gristmill, and tax-in-kind warehouse were in ruins. 
 
Also known as the Roupes Valley Iron Company, these works had significant influence on 
the later development of the Birmingham iron and steel industry. An experiment conducted 
at Tannehill in 1862 proved red iron ore could successfully be used in Alabama blast 
furnaces. The test, promoted by South & North Railroad developers, led to the location of 
government-financed ironworks in the immediate Birmingham area (Jefferson County) 
 
The furnace remains and its reconstructed portions were named an American Society for 
Metals historical landmark in 1994. The park is a designated Civil War Discovery Trail site, a 
stop on the Alabama Appalachian Highlands Birding Trail, and was listed among the top 10 
Alabama parks and nature areas visited in 2016. 
 
Today the site is park of Tannehill Ironworks Historical State Park. The park offers camping, 
cabin rentals, fishing and many other activities. http://www.tannehill.org/

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Natural Bridge Flag Lights Report  
 

 This last month we received yet another turnaround in the mission to light the 
flagpoles at the Natural Bridge Monument. Special thanks to J.R. Miller and Kelly Crocker 
who accompanied me to the Natural Bridge Historic Society meeting where after discussion 
with Mr. Rob Lacy we feel confident that we may have the last solution. Currently the 
proposal is to run wire from an existing power source to a new pole on the monument 
grounds that would both light the monument and provide power for the re-enactors. 
Previously we had discussed running this across the road from the well but now the 
discussion has moved to running it from the water spigot in the Confederate camp.  
 The park would prefer we accomplish this through directional boring but it can also 
be done through trenching if the cost of said boring is too high. We are in perhaps the 
second to last step, once the park draws up a map to scale showing where the wire should 
run from and to we can proceed with placing it. Whether it is directionally bored or 
trenched, the committee is still dedicated to seeing this project happen. Unfortunately it 
very well may be several more months before this happens.  
 More money was raised for the project this month at the local flea market. Special 
thanks to Chris Miller for helping me man the booth once this month. While we are close to 
meeting our funding goal for the bridge, there are always other heritage projects we could 
initiate if we had more resources. Running a table at the flea market or elsewhere is also a
